RE: Proposed Resolution T-1-11: “AMENDING THE STATE FISCAL YEAR (SFY) 2008-2011

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM”

Proposed Resolution T-1-11 will add one project and modify one project in the TIP. These changes
are necessary to ensure that these projects can advance using the identified sources of funding and
to maintain fiscal constraint. ODOT will include these changes in a request to FHWA and FTA to
amend the STIP in January.

Below is an explanation of the proposed changes to the TIP. None of the projects has a commitment
of MORPC-attributable funds. Attachment 1 provides a description of the funding and scope of each
project, including a description of the bicycle and pedestrian accommodations. Attachment 2
includes an ODOT Transit TIP Table showing each transit project.

The cost of a Delaware County project to improve the safety of the intersection of SR 3 and Freeman
Road has increased significantly since Resolution T-3-09 added the project to the TIP. The
amendment will increase the amount of funding available for the project.

The Central Ohio Transit Authority (COTA) has requested the following change to the TIP:

e COTA has requested the addition of one project to the SFY 2008-2011 TIP. Recently FTA
announced funding through the Alternatives Analysis grant program for COTA to perform a
Northeast Corridor Alternatives Analysis along Cleveland Avenue. Results from this study will
advance major transit investments that foster livability principles that work with the DOT-
HUD-EPA Partnership for Sustainable Communities.
