Å196,792 crashes were reported an overall increase of 21%

Å498,131 people were involved an overall increase of 20%

Å528 people were killed an overall increase of 28%

Å4,323 people were seriously injured an overall decrease of 4%

At the 38 intersections they were previously installedé

- 20% reduction in all crashes after installation

- 11% increase in all crashes after they removal

- 32% reduction in fatal & injury crashes after installation

- 20% increase in fatal & injury crashes after removal
