Welcome — Chris Amorose Groomes
Chair Chris Amorose Groomes called the meeting to order at 1:31 p.m.

Consent Agenda
Rory McGuiness made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda, second by Franklin
Christman; motion passed.

Benefits & Compensation Committee — Eric Phillips

Benefits & Compensation Committee Chair Eric Phillips reported the committee is a robust
group with representatives from various communities. The committee met to evaluate the
potential cost of living adjustment (COLA) and merit increases for MORPC staff. The committee
discussed benefit trends in their communities and the market, inflation, employment market
fluctuations and received great feedback from William Murdock and Shawn Hufstedler. The
committee recommends a COLA increase now and a merit increase on the regular rotation
January 1, 2023.

William Murdock shared MORPC wants to be thoughtful about the budget and good stewards
with finances while still doing right by the employees and competing in the marketplace. He
feels this is a measured and good approach to move forward.

e Proposed Resolution EC-05-22: “Setting compensation guidelines and limits for
the 2023 compensation year and providing a supplemental cost of living
adjustment for 2022” — Shawn Hufstedler
Shawn Hufstedler shared the Consumer Price Index is nine percent and health care is
expected to increase eight percent. MORPC'’s turnover rate this year is thirteen percent,
which is high for us but not for the current market.

Discussion followed. Employee exit interviews are generally positive. People are leaving
for good opportunities. We think the budget can handle the increase. We are going
though the budget process now and may need to lower the aggregate pool. Members
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dues were approved in June 2022. No additional dues were approved. Typically, we do
not do both COLA and merit increases. We feel this will get us back to where we need
to be.

Joe Stefanov made a motion to approve Resolution EC-05-22, second by Greg Lestini;
motion passed.

Executive Director’s Report — William Murdock
William Murdock thanked the Executive Committee for their support. He is slowly regaining his
health. The MORPC Team has been fantastic.

Starting today, we will be providing key updates on the strategic framework at each Executive
Committee meeting this fall. Thea Ewing and Joe Garrity will give an update on drive investment
at the end of the Executive Director’s report.

Mr. Murdock thanked the committee for their support of the Benefits & Compensation
Committee recommendation.

Residential Services held a meeting last week on attracting and retaining contractors. Mr.
Murdock was impressed with the discussion that resulted in three to four actionable items. We
will provide a full update in October. Mr. Murdock thanked Robert Williams for leading the effort.

MORPC began a collaboration last week with Lead for America. A young man from Lancaster is
working at MORPC as an AmeriCorps Fellow focusing on Sustainable2050. Mr. Murdock
thanked Mayor Scheffler for sending him our way.

We expect the Village of New Lexington to apply for membership. They are voting next
Tuesday. If the Village votes to join, it will be included on Thursday’s Commission agenda. That
brings MORPC to 80 members.

So far, 38 communities participated in the 2022 Annual Salary Survey. Mr. Murdock thanked the
Committee which had 100 percent participation on the survey. The survey will be available
online in the next few weeks.

About 200 people registered for the OARC Candidates Forum. Both gubernatorial candidates
gave remarks followed by a question-and-answer session. MORPC was the lead organizer and
staffer for the event. Mr. Murdock thanked Joe Garrity and Niel Jurist on the great job pulling the
event together. Videos are now available on MORPC'’s YouTube site.

The Intel project moves along. President Biden is attending the groundbreaking for the Intel site
next Friday. MORPC continues to work with the Governor’s office. Last week a group of
transportation partners met on it. We continue to offer monthly forums on it. The next forum
focuses on sustainability. Joe Stefanov shared New Albany is pushing out the information as
they get it.

Joe Garrity and Thea Ewing presented Drive Investment — Retooling Our Approach. The 2022
Strategic Framework Pillars are:

Pay it Forward

e Create an Environment for Prosperity

e Build Value for Members

e Drive Investment

Due to historic federal investment, the Intel project, Investment in Appalachia, an employee
departure, and feedback from members, we are realigning the drive investment pillar. The
realignment provides more technical assistance to members and helps us be more proactive
and strategic in competing for investment. Instead of replacing the Grants Officer, two new
positions will be created. The Regional Investment Officer will serve under Government Affairs
but work closely with the Development Team. The Regional Investment Officer is advocacy
driven and will identify funding opportunities, provide targeted communications to members, etc.
The Grants Coordinator will serve under Development and is technically driven providing
technical skills, procuring services, etc.

Ms. Ewing and Mr. Garrity were asked if we keep track of: grants applied for; what is received
vs. what is available; compare population percentage to what the region receives
percentagewise? No, but that is a good idea to keep track of moving forward. We do attend the
meetings specifying why we do not receive grants.

Regional Data Advisory Committee — Kerstin Carr

Kerstin Carr announced Data Day is September 15. Michael Wilkos is the keynote speaker.
Breakout sessions are focused on the Census and growth. (Post meeting update: due to low
attendance and the opportunity to partner with Ohio University in the spring, the conference has
been postponed to next year.)

Populations estimates will be sent to communities for review within the next few weeks. They
will be presented for adoption at the October meetings.

Jay Knox from One Columbus is the newest Regional Data Advisory Committee member.

The Fiber Working Group is collecting letters of interest for creating a regional fiber network.
The project is on hold while the City of Columbus explores some initiatives. They want to make
certain that what they are doing can be leveraged by other communities.

Regional Policy Roundtable — Joseph Garrity

Joe Garrity announced the 2023/2024 Public Policy Agenda Working Group, chaired by Lourdes
Barroso de Padilla, meets September 15, October 7 and November 4. Contact Mr. Garrity if
interested in serving on the working group.

The Candidates Forum was a great event thanks to the Communications & Engagement Team
and OARC partners.

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MORPC is developing and will send out soon two policy briefs on the CHIPS and Science Act
and the Inflation Reduction Act.

Members of the Central Ohio Defense Group participated in the National Guard Association’s
144" General Conference to develop partnerships and elevate the KC 135. The Central Ohio
Defense Group continues to develop an RFP to set up an Intergovernmental Support
Agreement.

Transportation Policy Committee — Thea Ewing

Thea Ewing reported MORPC is working on support for the corridor identification program
recently issued by the Federal Railroad Administration (FRA). The FRA is looking for
states/regions that are interested in rail. Ms. Ewing shared a three-level strategy:

e Submit a letter from the mayors of the four major metros on the 3C&D line to the
governors’ office. The city leaders would also have the option to have the letter put on
the Federal Register.

e OARC could submit a letter from MPOs along the line and determine whether to send
the letter to the governor and/or the federal government.

o MORPC, representing this region, could submit a letter to the Federal Register.

Another option is to involve the Interregional Connections Committee. Several member
communities are interested in sending letters of support. We should also include the business
community. A suggestion was made to reconvene the group of business leaders that met earlier
regarding rail.

Team Members continue to develop the Station RFP. A virtual discussion for the statement of
work is planned for September 13.

Ms. Ewing will send out an email to the Committee regarding the state’s alternative revenue
study. They are looking at alternative ways of taxation other than the fuel tax. Grace Gallucci
from NOACA is representing MPQO’s from the state on the committee.

MORPC is talking to ODOT about funding for the Intel planning area focused on land use
planning.

Proposed Resolution 11-22: “Authorizing the executive director to enter into and
administer a contract for up to $175,000 with the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency
to support online distribution of existing 208-related information, update plans for

The attached Resolution 14-22 provides population estimates for January 1, 2022 for the purpose of
assessing participation fees from member jurisdictions. The member participation fees (“dues”) are
calculated using the rates adopted in Resolution 08-22.

The population estimates for 2023 member dues calculations reflect change in the population from
April 1, 2020 to January 1, 2022. In the data, we continue to see the lingering effects of the COVID-
19 pandemic in terms of higher-than-typical death rates, lower-than-typical birth rates, and a
relatively low level of migration to the region. At the close of 2021, birth and migration rates were
beginning to trend back toward recent historical norms. Although the death rate was still trending
upward at that time, the rate of increase was slowing; an encouraging sign that suggests we may
see a trend back toward historical norms when the data is available for 2022.

Despite the continuing challenges imposed by the pandemic, our member communities collectively
increased in population by around 5,000 residents. For most individual communities, this relatively
low overall growth tended to result in estimates that were comparable to last year, with the biggest
increases accruing to places that are actively developing housing units and group residences such
as dormitories and senior-care facilities. While the overall growth is slower than we experienced
throughout much of the 2010s, periods of faster or slower growth are part of the normal cycle of the
long-term growth in our region, and we anticipate that recent statewide and regional initiatives to
attract businesses and residents will spur a period of faster growth in the coming years.
Consequently, Central Ohio is still on track to become a region of 3 million residents by 2050.

RESOLUTION 14-22

“Establishing population estimates as a basis for 2023 annual participation fees to be as-
sessed members”

WHEREAS, MORPC staff has produced January 1, 2022 population estimates to provide a ba-
sis for local dues assessments, as per the Articles of Agreement; and

WHEREAS, 2023 participation fees are assessed at a rate of $0.615 per capita for members
within the federally declared Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) Transportation Study
Area boundaries of MORPC, $0.515 per capita for county members within the Central Ohio Ru-
ral Planning Organization (CORPO) boundaries, and $0.410 for all other members, excluding
associate members which are not assessed population-based fees, in accordance with Resolu-
tion 08-22; and

WHEREAS, $0.07 per capita is earmarked exclusively for the MORPC building/reserve, in ac-
cordance with Resolution 08-22; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 08-22 adopts rates consistent with the five-year plan proposed in Reso-
lution 09-21 and are below the “maximum per-capita membership fee” approved by the Com-
mission in Resolution 09-21 on June 10, 2021; and

WHEREAS, Attachment 1 sets forth the population and dues assessments for MORPC mem-
bers; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MID-OHIO REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION:

Section 1. That the January 1, 2022 population estimates, as documented in the Attach-
ment, are hereby adopted for the purpose of assessing 2023 participation fees,
as listed in the Attachment.

Section 2. That the executive director is authorized to take such other action and execute
and deliver such other documents as, acting with the advice of legal counsel, he
shall deem necessary and appropriate to carry out the intent of this resolution.

Section 3. That this Commission finds and determines that all formal deliberations and ac-
tions of this Commission concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolu-
tion were taken in open meetings of this Commission.
