WHAT IS PUBLIC ART?

Public art can be defined as UNIQUE, artist-made, site-

specific work across any medium.

• “Creative Amenities” are NOT considered public 

art.

There are three types of public art with different roles:

1. Permanent – The defining components of a 

segment of trail. 

2. Temporary – Offer opportunities for promotion. 

Should be the first steps in drawing users to a 
trail. Can be used as tactical urbanism.

3. Social Practice/Participatory – Encourage 

interaction between users and the artistic 

culture

ARTIST & SITE SELECTION

Artist selection strategies should strike a balance between artistic freedom/integrity and 

representing the nearby community.

Site selection strategies should consider the typology of the area (urban/suburban/rural) 

and emphasize “decision-making” areas.

Developed a site assessment strategy for sites that:

Build community resilience

Support the Trail Towns initiative

Encourage active lifestyles

Are highly accessible

Reduce social isolation
